Introduction

A universal ethernet-to-wireless adapter can be used to
connect an 1Q Ethernet Cartridge (NCC-EN) to a wireless
network. This eliminates the need for a controller to be
physically connected to a router for communication with
the IQ computer.

the router before adapter installation. Refer to the
IQ™ Central Control System Port Forwarding
Instructions document.

1. Disable any internet connection, wireless or wired, on
your computer.

2. Connect the adapter to the computer using the Ethernet

cable, then connect the power cord to the adapter.

3. When the adapter displays one blinking green light,
open an internet browser. The adapter setup page will
open automatically.

4. On the opening screen, select English for language.

5. Select the radio button next to your wireless network
SSID and select Continue at the bottom of the list.
